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NORTH CENTRAL PATROL BURGLARY UPDATE

During late 2010 and until May 2011, the North Central Patrol Division experienced a significant number of daytime resi-
dential burglaries where pillowcases were used to transport stolen property. Typically in these burglaries jewelry, guns
and electronics were taken. These offenses occurred mostly in the area bounded by Forest Lane on the North, Northwest
Highway on the South, Central Expressway on the East, and Inwood Road on the West.

In April 2011, the NC Deployment Unit received information from the Irving Police Department on an active residential
burglar. Research revealed that this individual had two accomplices. Several vehicles that were registered to or used dur-
ing the commission of offenses by these individuals were identified.

On May 17,2011 the individual identified as an active burglar was arrested for an outstanding Parole Violation warrant at
9700 Webb Chapel Road. He was transported to the North Central Division Investigative Unit where he was interviewed
by Deployment and Investigative Unit Detectives. During the interview, the individual agreed to allow access to his stor-
age unit where approximately three truck loads of stolen property was recovered. NC Detectives then began contacting
complainants and cataloging the property. The suspect also agreed to show officers the location of several residences
that he had burglarized. He pointed out twenty-two offense locations in the North Central Division, in addition to one
offense in the Northeast Division, two in Highland Park, and four in Coppell. Over the next few days, the recovered
stolen property was released back to numerous complainants. The value of the property recovered was estimated to be
$57,000.00.

On May 27,2011, one of the accomplices was arrested on a Burglary warrant after admitting to being involved in several

of the burglary offenses. The ringleader is currently being held at the Collin County Detention Center. The investigation
on these individuals is still on-going.

At the Annual Meeting last October, the Board
announced plans to pursue the landscaping corner im-
provement project after two years of fundraising with
the “Buy-A-Brick” Program. Bill McCord,

VP Beautification, shared the schematics with

those in attendance and provided a breakdown of dates.

After three months of digging up the old bushes,
installing a corner sprinkler system, planting the new
plants, and adding landscaping rocks and mulch; the

corner is in full bloom! We hope you have had a chance
to see the great work that took place this Spring up close.
Many thanks go out to our volunteer planters!

We know that many of you may be asking,

“Wait a minute...where’s the SIGN?!?” Please know that the Prestonwood East landmark sign is still a major part of the
project plan. Bill has spent many hours pursuing the necessary clearance and permits from the city. Initiatives like ours
requires that plans are approved, neighbors are notified, and the City approves the construction process. In fact, once

all schematics have been reviewed by the City, 300 surrounding neighbors will be notified of our plan. A set time for
responses will be communicated to those 300 homes, and 75% approval must be acquired. We want to reassure you that
the plans are still underway, and we will keep you informed of our progress.
